GROUP SELECTION

1 – Flutes, Clarinets, Double Reeds

2 – Saxophones, Trumpets

3 – Low Brass, Percussion

PROCESS

Step 1 – Individually select one piece from the library.

Step 2 – Research your selection and complete a report on the provided literature research form.
Step 3 – Share your selection with your group and rank all group members’ pieces. Drop 
off top ranked piece and reports to the director.  File all other selections back in 
the library.

GRADING

Students will be graded on 3 main components.

1. Proper materials turned in. (Top ranked piece accompanied by research forms for all pieces pulled from the library.)

2. Selected piece is of appropriate style, length and difficulty level.

3. Peer evaluation.
